PROGRESSIVE HOSE LAY:

ENGINE FACING GENERAL DIRECTION OF THE FIRE:

CLAMP PERSON NEAREST PUMP DISCHARGE CARRYING 200’ 1 ½ HOSE AND 3 ‘T’ FITTINGS AND 1 HOSE CLAMP

HOSE PERSON STANDS BETWEEN ENGINE AND NOZZLE PERSON CARRYING 200’ 1 ½” HOSE AND 1 

NOZZLE PERSON BEING THE FURTHEST FROM ENGINE CARRIES ONLY THE NOZZLE 

TIME: GO!!

HOSE PERSON ROLLS OUT FIRST 100’ AND HANDS MALE COUPLING TO NOZZLE AND FEMALE COUPLING TO CLAMP.  CLAMP CONNECTS FEMALE TO ENGINE WHILE NOZZLE CONNECTS TO MALE COUPLING.  FIRST 1 CONNECTED CALLS ‘WATER-1’, SECOND CALLS ‘WATER-2’, NOZZLE CALLS ‘WATER’ AND CLAMP ENGAGES WATER.

NOZZLE – STRAIGHT STREAM THEN FOG THEN 30 DEGREES, MAKES ANCHOR POINT WHILE CLAMP FALLS IN NUMBER 2 AND HOSE STANDS -3.

NOZZLE GETS THE ‘READY’ FROM THE OTHER 2 AND ADVANCES.  

HOSE MEMBER SHOUTS ’HOSE’ WHEN THERE ARE 10 FEET OF SLACK IN THE HOSE.  

HOSE MEMBER ROLLS OUT NEXT 100’, CLAMP THEN CLAMPS HOSE APPOX 18 INCHES FROM NOZZLE.  CLAMP PERSON RECEIVES COUPLINGS, THEN NOZZLE REMOVES THE NOZZLE AND HOOKS UP TO NEW MALE COUPLING.  CLAMP PERSON HOOKS UP TO NEW FEMALE COUPLING.  NOZZLE CALLS FOR WATER AND CLAMP PERSON REMOVES CLAMP AND SAYS ‘WATER COMING’ WHILE FIREFIGHTER ANDERSON JUST SHAKES HIS HEAD AND SAYS ‘CRACKERS’

ALL 3 ADVANCE TILL THERE ARE 10 FEET OF SLACK REMAINING THEN HOSE CALLS OUT ‘HOSE’.  ALL 3 STOP, HOSE DROPS PACK AND PULLS OUT LAST 100’, UNROLLS IT AND HANDS COUPLINGS TO NOZZLE AND CLAMP PERSON.  CLAMP PERSON CLAMPS LINE, NOZZLE REMOVES NOZZLE.  CLAMP PUTS ON 1ST ‘T’ FITTING, ATTACHES NEW FEMALE COUPLING WHILE NOZZLE ATTACHES TO NEW MALE COUPLING.  HOSE PERSON TELLS NOZZLE LEADER HE’S OUT OF HOSE AND REQUEST NEW ORDERS.  
JUST FOR THE SAKE OF BEING CRACKERS, WE’LL SAY HOSE PERSON STAYS IN PLACE TO CALL NEXT ‘HOSE’ CALL THEN RETURNS TO ENGINE TO GATHER 300’ OF 1 INCH HOSE FOR MOP-UP OPERATIONS.  

NOZZLE AND CLAMP PERSON ADVANCE.  CLAMP PERSON IS RESPONSIBLE TO CALL WHEN THERE ARE 10 FEET OF HOSE REMAINING.  ‘HOSE’ CALL IS MADE.  CLAMP PERSON DROPS HIS PACK.  NOZZLE TAKES OUT AND UNROLLS 100’ OF HOSE, HANDS COUPLING TO CLAMP PERSON, CLAMP PERSON CLAMPS LINE AND NOZZLE HOOKS UP NEW MALE COUPLING TO NOZZLE.  CLAMP UNCLAMPS AND THEY ADVANCE TILL NEXT ‘HOSE’ CALL.  

‘HOSE’

SAME AS ABOVE, BUT WE ADD A ‘T’ INLINE PRIOR TO LAST 100’ OF HOSE.  ADVANCE TILL LAST ‘HOSE’ CALL.

AT THE LAST CALL, AND THERE ARE NO LONGER ANY HOSE LINES AVAILABLE, THE NOZZLE PERSON WILL GROUND THE NOZZLE AND WALK BACK TOWARD THE ENGINE ABOUT 25 FEET WHILE CLAMP PERSON CLAMPS THE LINE AND ADDS THE LAST ‘T’ FITTING THEN FLOWS WATER.  

AT THIS TIME THE INSTRUCTOR WILL SIGNAL THE HOSE PERSON TO PROCEED WITH LAYING EACH 1-INCH LINE AT EACH ‘T’ FITTING.  WHEN ALL 3 ARE CONNECTED, TIME IS STOPPED.  

THIS IS THE PROGRESSIVE HOSE LAY AND WE’RE ALL STILL CRACKERS.
